Due to the fact that Burgundy bottles have a very
discrete shoulder, the ullage is measured in
centimetres between the cork / capsule and the
wine level. Burgundy wines are less affected by
ullage than Bordeaux wines. A5 cm ullage in a
40-year-old Burgundy can be considered accep-
table, up to 3 cm excellent for its age. Even
losses up to 6 cm for 50 years and older Burgun-
dy are considered acceptable risks.

(SCHLEGELFLASCHE)

The ullage of these bottles, and any other Schlegel-

flaschen (Alsace, many Italian white wines, Portugal, etc.),
are measured in centimetres. The level of ullage for these
wines in outstanding condition should not exceed 3 cm.
Greater losses carry some risk and are respectively priced.
